e Active Component.

0 Recruiting. The fiscal year-to-date (FYTD) data below represents the Services’
cumulative monthly goals and monthly accessions/gains for this period. Three of the four
Regular Components met or exceeded their accession goals through the seventh month of
the fiscal year, April 20109.

Army Accessions: Goal 31,625; Attained 29,088 (91.98 percent/-2,537).

Navy Accessions: Goal 20,211; Attained 20,390 (100.89 percent/+179).
Marine Corps Accessions: Goal 15,833; Attained 15,867 (100.21 percent/+34).
Air Force Accessions: Goal 18,878 Attained 19,025 (100.78 percent/+147).

o Quality. All Active Components met or exceeded the DoD quality benchmarks.

0 Retention. All Services are exhibiting strong retention through the seventh month of FY
2019.

e Reserve Component.

0 Recruiting. The Service FYTD data below represents the Reserve Components’
cumulative monthly goals and monthly gains for this period. Five of the six Reserve
Components met or exceeded their accession goals through the seventh month of the
fiscal year, April 2019.

Army NG Gains: Goal 23,773; Attained 23,939 (100.70 percent/+166).

Army Reserve Gains: Goal 9,021; Attained 9,274 (102.80 percent/+253).

Navy Reserve Gains: Goal 4,704; Attained 4,285 (91.09 percent/-419).

Marine Corps Reserve Gains: Goal 4,424; Attained 4,848 (109.58 percent/+424).
Air NG Gains: Goal 4,457; Attained 5,631 (107.67 percent/+401).

Air Force Reserve Gains: Goal 4,265; Attained 4,265 (100.00 percent/+0).

0 Quality. All Reserve Components met or exceeded the DoD quality benchmarks.

o Attrition. The Army National Guard, Army Reserve, Air National Guard, and Navy
Reserve experienced higher than projected attrition rates for March (lags one month).
